2. The Visitation of Our Lady with St. Elizabeth, the mother of St. John the 
Baptist (Lk 1:39 56). Fruit of the mystery - Charity 

3. The Nativity of Our Lord (Mt 1:18-25; Lk 2:1-20). Fruit of the mystery -Spirit 
of Poverty 

4. The Presentation of the Christ Child in the Temple (Lk 2:22-32). Fruit of the 
mystery- Obedience 

5. The Finding of the Child Jesus in the Temple (Lk 2:41-52). Fruit of the

5. The Crucifixion (Mt 27:33-56; Mk 15:22-41; Lk 23:26-49; Jn 19:16-30). Fruit
